The first prize essay by Dawson (E‘, Nov.,
1928) dealt with “Theme Modes” and dis-
cussed the general principle of systematically
transforming themes by varying the angular
relations of the theme-lines, whether in relation
to one another or to other fixed elements such
as the board edge. The principle was illustrated
by concrete transformation of the “ Trilinear
Grimshaw ” theme. Nos. 70-1 of this collection
show two primary modes of the theme. The
other two primary modes are:—
